Piano Concerto No. 4 in

g minor, Op. 40 by Sergei
Rachmaninoff (1873~1943)
was completed in 1926 and
has three versions. After

an unsuccessful premiere,
Rachmaninoff revised and
published a second version in
1928. He later withdrew the
piece due to poor reception,
revised it again focusing
orchestration, and republished
itin 1941, which is the most
commonly performed version
today. The original manuscript
was published in 2000. The
work is dedicated to Nikolai
Medtner (1880~1951), who
reciprocated the gesture by
dedicating his Second Piano
Concerto to Rachmaninoff.

In the first movement, a
powerful orchestral crescendo
introduces the soloist with

a theme that ascends, then
weakens, emphasizing the
contrast between rising and
falling melodies. This duality
is a key throughout. The
second theme, introduced

by an English horn, features
delicate, falling arabesques
for solo piano, later joined by
the strings. The development
explores the main theme's
descending lines, alternating
with piano passages and
rising motifs, building to an
intense climax. As the themes
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rich orchestration, and

brass adds depth. The
movement concludes with
an unresolved feeling, ending
with a powerful chord from
the lower strings. The second
movement starts in A minor,
showcasing a persistent
motif in the upper strings.
The horns reference the “Dies
Irae” theme, symbolizing
judgment and religion. The
movement features lively
fugal writing and shifts
between energetic and lyrical
themes. It ends quietly with
violins repeating a fading
motif. The third movement
offers a calmer mood,
opening with a delicate

violin phrase, later passed

to the clarinet. The clarinet
develops the melody without
repetition, with the violins
taking over and building

to a C major climax. The
movement's three-part
structure includes a string
and clarinet introduction,
orchestral development,

and a final section after a
brief pause. The movement
ends in a tranquil, emotional
atmosphere. The finale shifts
to E major, opening with

a bold fanfare. This finale
blends march-like rhythms
with lyrical passages,
referencing themes from
previous movements. The
triumphant recapitulation
builds to an emphatic coda,
led by strings and percussion,
ending the symphony with a
powerful, victorious flourish.
